Selected abstracts will be selected for printed posters or oral communications

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

1. Abstract submissions are exclusively accepted via email. Submissions by mail will not be considered. You may
submit your abstract until Monday, June 30, 2026, at 11:59 PM CET. The file must be in Word format.

2. Abstracts must be written exclusively in English. Submissions in other languages will be automatically rejected.

3. Combining data from the same study into a single abstract is highly recommended. Splitting one study into
multiple abstracts is prohibited and will result in rejection.

4. Abbreviations may be used, provided they are defined upon first use.

5. The title of the abstract must be anonymous. It must not contain any mention of the city, hospital, or
institution.

6. Your abstracts will be reviewed by the Selection Committee, which will evaluate them strictly anonymously
using a selection grid. Based on the assigned score, the Committee will decide whether your submission will be
selected for a poster presentation.

o The Committee reserves the right to reject abstracts that do not meet the formatting criteria.
o Selection results will be announced on July 20, 2026, exclusively to the presenting author indicated at
the time of submission (not the submitting author).

7. Submission of an abstract for a poster presentation implies that the presenting author must register and
present their work at CARTday 2026.

8. Posters must be presented in paper format only.

9. If your abstract is accepted, the author agrees to anonymize patient photos or obtain patient consent for the
use of their images in the poster presentation.

Your abstract will be published in the Abstract Book, which will be available online on the digital platform. The
commmnication/poster title and author names will be included in the final program.

They must be embedded within the abstract and in JPG or PNG format
only.

1. Abstract Submission

e Complete the abstract structure using the provided template. Fields marked with an asterisk (*) are mandatory.
e Ensure that your abstract is free of spelling, grammatical, or scientific errors. The submitted text will be published
exactly as received, with no proofreading or corrections. Formatting will be standardized across all abstracts.
e Please note that you may modify your abstract until the submission deadline by contacting us via email. No changes
will be possible after the deadline.
2. Author List
Before submitting your abstract, we strongly recommend gathering the exact and up-to-date contact details of all co-authors
in advance (first name, last name, and affiliations: department, institution, city, country).
For the presenting author, please ensure their email address is included in the abstract, as they will be notified about the
registration process.
e  Write full names in lowercase, with only the first letter capitalized (e.g., John Doe).
e Conflict of Interest Disclosure: The submitting author must declare any potential conflicts of interest for all co-
authors covering the past five years. All relevant disclosures must be reported, including:
o If the study is a clinical trial or epidemiological study sponsored or financially supported by a laboratory.
o If any authors have conflicts of interest related to the research field.
